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 1. Dao Trong Thi: This article discusses some ideas about Vietnam’s education philosophy in the doi moi era. In this the author addresses the issues of democracy and equity in education; human, scientific, modern, national and popular character of education; great ideas about what to learn, how, for what as gained from the past history and to be put as the major principle of modern Vietnam’s education …

2. Phan Trong Luan: On philosophy of education the author discusses the concept of philosophy of education, foundations for establishing the philosophy of education which are: relations between education and contemporary politics, human socialism as core of the modern education, linked to that is the democratic nature of education; education has the aim of educating creative people, with esteem to face situation, modernization of education …   

3. Do Dinh Hoan: This article presents experience from previous 4 school curriculum reform: 1950, 1956, 1981 and 2002. 
4. Bui Viet Phu: This article reviews the changes in higher education model from centralized planned into market oriented economy and the nature of high education management mechanism in the current market economy. The author ends by proposing some solutions for higher education management to make the system responsive to change and internationalizing demands.

5. Nguyen Tien Hung: The article presents and analyzes the nature of factors affecting effective school management in educational decentralization. These factors are closely linked and therefore needed to be taken into account together in causal relationships in effective school management assessment.
6. Pham Minh Muc: This article addresses the issues of children with autism – one issues gaining social attention.  The author provides concepts, role of school and family in caring and education, and some conclusions in education these children.

7. Nguyen Ngoc Hung: Designing practice teaching based upon performance will help the absorption and detailing of practical activities: characteristics of performance based practical teaching, requirements for forming and developing practical capacities by vocational teachers, design and evaluation of practical teaching process.
8. Hoang Van Thai: From the analysis of the Tourism-Occupations English training reality and challenges in some schools and colleges in Vietnam, the author proposes a number of solutions to increase the quality and effectiveness of English-for-Tourism-Occupations training, meeting the society demands and avoiding waste for the traing institutions.

9. Dao Thanh Thuy: The author presents some theoretical issues on development of technical manpower for the central key development region like role, position of this region in the country’s modernization and industrialization.
10. Nguyen Anh Tuan: The author studies the geometry thinking of late kindergarten and early primary children, based on which procedures for drilling of geometry thinking was proposed through teaching of geometry symbols and application of learned knowledge in situations related to real life.
11. Vu Xuan Hung: This article discusses the system of teaching competencies by vocational teachers. From the concepts of performance based teaching competencies the author analyzes the teaching competencies of vocational teachers by 4 components: teaching design, teaching, assessment and teaching management.

12. Nguyen Ngoc Phu: The author believes that for the basic and radical innovation of education in Vietnam 4 issues shall be clarified: 1. Educational goals. Changes in system and system management; 2. Changes in delineation of levels, curriculum from preschool to higher education; 3. Changes in curriculum contents, standardization of textbooks for all levels; 4. Training of experts for all sectors.

13. Pham Ngoc Thuong: The author addresses the main issues of brain storming: concept, relationship of teachers and pupils, steps and techniques in brain storming teaching; based on this the status of brain storming teaching in primary schools in Lang Son.  
14. Ngo Quang Son: The author presents the status and some solutions for preschool staff development in Lam Dong up to 2015 and the vision to 2020, meeting the needs, demands of sustained universalization of 5 year kindergarten program in general and for ethnic minority children in general.
15. Nguyen Thi Cay: The author presents some solutions to vocational education for the 1st year students at Dam Dinh Teacher Training College, of which the emphasis is placed on organizing educational activities with diversified contents.
16. Ta Van Thong: This article addresses the language teaching in ethnic areas in Vietnam. The author discusses 1/ some common concepts of language teaching, bilingual teaching; 2/ language teaching models in Vietnam’s ethnic areas. 

17. Nguyen Kieu Trinh: This article presents the model for primary school of Escuela Nueva (EN) as applied in Colombia. This is the place for children to learn together the matters related to their live, where teachers become facilitators and promoters, where parents and communities are involved actively in the education of their children. The author believes that this model is applicable in Vietnam, however this shall not be a mechanic copy, instead there shall be studies on how to adapt this to Vietnamese settings.
