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SUMMARY
1. Ton Than: Radical and comprehensive renovation of  school education is the renewal of education roots and its faces. According to the author, there shall be correct awareness about the mission of school education and innovation towards standardization, modernization, socialization and democratization of education.

2. Pham Do Nhat Tien:  For the radical and comprehensive change of the education the author believes that the current education system shall be moved towards lifelong learning system. This is the international trend and will be a substantial development of Vietnam’s education.
3. Dang Thanh Hung: This article addresses the concepts of  “radical and comprehensive renovation of education” as seen from the psychological and educational view point. The author also analyzes the role and the main issues of psychology and education in the new age. Finally, the author concludes: the most important innovation needed in educational research is thinking, philosophy, methodology and research skills.

4. Nguyen Tien Hung: School curriculum development is a continuous process with the participation of many parties from central to local levels. Therefore, a quality curriculum, effectively implemented and reviewed/adjust needs a good management through careful and scientific planning – implementing – evaluation. 

5. Do Thi Bich Loan: The author presents lessons from school teaching staff development in Vietnam and some countries; based on the orientation for staff development policies, the author proposes some policies for teacher development in Vietnam.
6. Nguyen Thi Thu Thuy: The article presents skills in identifying focal areas in social essays and the drill of these through the exercises system for upper secondary students. 
7. Phung The Nghi: The article presents the conversion of graduate training into credit system at Hanoi National University. The author presents advantages and disadvantages of this conversion and proposes 7 measures for implementing and improving the effectiveness of this work.
8. Do Thu Ha: This article addresses the development of speaking skills for teacher trainees. The author presents: 1/ importance of speaking skill development, 2/ necessary speaking skills: questioning, informing and convincing skills.

9. Vuong Hong Tam: From concepts and characters of sign language, the author presents some characteristics of Vietnamese sign language: general, sentence (describing, questioning, negating, commanding sentences), recommendations for helping deaf people in learning and life.
10. Vo Thi Xuan: The author analyses, compares and evaluates the 3 twining models in vocational training to prove that this research is needed in vocational education as a way to improve the domestic programs.

11. Nguyen Thi Quynh Phuong: The author presents characteristics of cooperation skills needed to be drilled for teacher trainees for meeting study and research requirements at the teacher training institutions and professional activities in the future.

14. Nguyen Thi Than Thuy: The author presents the status of inclusive education in Grade 2 of Nature - Society subject for mentally impaired children, including: advantages and disadvantages, causes and 4 directions for improving the situation.

15. Pham Thi Bich Dao: The article briefs the science process skills in the Sciences subject in Singapore, France, Columbia, Canada and proposes how to develop science process skills in the natural sciences subjects in Vietnam after 2015.
