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1. Pham Minh Hac: The article addresses the humanist character of Ho Chi Minh. According to the author Ho Chi Minh’s humanism – the core of Ho Chi Minh’s thoughts – is the theoretical basis for the sustainable agenda in Vietnam. The author summarizes Ho Chi Minh’s humanism in: love the human beings, respect to humans, libration of humans; tolerance; correct placement of people... 
2. Dang Thanh Hung: Managerial work is more important in all social sectors. However in education research, management education the nature of management has not been paid enough attention and explained. The author discusses more on the nature of management in general and educational management in particular while emphasizing that management is a special social work needs attention and respect.

3. Nguyen Tien Hung: Based on concepts, purposes and 3 types of accountability the author presents 4 major approaches on educational accountability (market, decentralization, vocational and managerial approaches) and relationship in educational accountability (what ? to whom? How) for strengthening the educational accountability in Vietnam.
4. Pham Thi Ly: University ranking has been done for long time in the West and recently in Asia starting from Shanghai Jaotong in 2003. In Vietnam this issue emerges in 2005 with the needs for quality and internationally recognized universities. This article addresses the lessons from Western and Chinese experience to Vietnam, impacts of ranking and new trends in university ranking.

5. Nguyen Thanh Hung: the article provides new views on questions in teaching literature works in schools. The author addresses the issues of: 1/ modern approaches to questions in teaching literature works; 2/ mission of questions in teaching literature works and the multi-purpose of traditional, modern questions in teaching literature works.  

6. Pham Duc Quang:  Active teaching is a teaching in which the students play a central role. In this article the author presents the active teaching approaches in schools, in particular teaching Grade 11 statistics, steps to develop new knowledge: preparation by teacher; guidance in classroom; forming and consolidating new knowledge.
7. Pham Minh Muc: The article addresses the language and speech development by preschool vision impaired children. The author discusses: 1/ role of vision in language development; 2/ the stage of language development by vision-impaired children, 3/ some measures for language development by preschool vision impaired children. 

8. Ta Quang Tuan: The author introduces some measures for apllying and adjusting the teaching interaction based on learner-learner interaction in colleages in order to optimize the learner’s achievements. Also, in the author’s opinions, it is necessary to use the measures in flexible ways, relevant to the practice and the learner’s cognitive ability.
9. Nguyen Thanh Nhan: this article addresses some basic theoretical issues on learning results assessment towards capacity development by students at subject level, making preconditions for learning assessment innovation in higher education, contributing to quality improvement.

10. Bui Hanh Lam: For drilling of self-assessment in mathematics for secondary students, the author discusses some pedagogical measures for checking the effectiveness, feasibility and initial pedagogical tryouts with steps: objective setting, tryout subjects, content, methods and (qualitative and quantitative) results.

11. Le Ngoc Son: IT manpower is important in the development of knowledge economy and information society, the key to industrialization-modernization of the country and international integration. The development of IT manpower has made some achievements but there are still shortcomings and challenges. The author analyzes the current context and proposes the linkages between training and employment for better use of IT manpower.

12. Nguyen Van Chien: Authors focus on the status of school teaching staff from the views of numbers, the imbalance in demand-supply, training and employment policies, pointing the factors affecting this and propose policy suggestions to solve this imbalance.

13. Pham Minh Gian: the author presents the results of the survey among managers of upper secondary school principals in Dong Thap, based on which the staff development is reviewed and practical, relevant solutions are made to accelerate the managerial staff development, contributing to education quality enhancement.

14. Le Ding Cuc: High costs and tuition in American universities is compensated by good quality, valuable degrees, graduate employment and high income. However American higher education has also deficiencies: illiteracy, inequity and large, ambitious and impractical programs.
