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ABSTRACTS

1. Tuong Lai: The author discusses some philosophical concepts on humans as subject of education, through which emphasizing that the educated person shall understand the power of culture, absorbing and transferring culture to the young generations for them to reach the general education level.

2. Ho Ngoc Dai: According to the author science is alive and develops by evidence. The development level of science is defined by new evidence. The new is existing in the real life. The scientist does not invent, but only discover it.  Current children are born, grown and developed in their private sphere, bearing evidence never exposed to the modern education science.

3. Dang Ung Van: For a careful , considerate, objective, scientific view covering both time and space and for rational development  of policies in education, the author proposes 7 gaps between policy thinking  and education development practice as a small contribution to the policy makers and researchers.
4. Nguyen Cong Giap: The article presents some analytical approaches to the efficiency of a higher education institution based on revenue indicators. These revenues include: state budget allocation, revenues from tuition and fees; research, consultancy, technology transfer and services and manufacturing.
5. Nguyen Tan Hung: In the globalization and internationalization, when the Vietnamese higher education is facing stiff competition with twining, in-situ oversea study... and the self-improvement of the institutions, those with quality culture will be able to emphasize on their name and prestige.

6. Do Bich Loan: Gender equity is one of the important criteria for assessing social development. This article discusses the results and standing issues in gender equity in Vietnamese education. The author proposes some measures for successful realization of gender goals in education.

7. Do Ngoc Thong: Based on the introduction of the teacher manual for English Arts the author presents some concrete orientations for the development of Vietnamese Studies for teacher in line with integration requirements, some forms of linking teacher manual and ICT products in drafting.

8. Nguyen Thi Hanh, Chau thi Lan Chi: This writing addresses the use of project teaching method in teaching elective Vietnamese language for Grade 4. The author presents the concepts of project teaching; steps in project teaching; use in drilling listening, speaking, reading, writing skills in a concrete communication topic. 

9. Le Khac Thanh, Nguyen Chí Trung: Pedagogical approaches in teaching the repeating FOR syntax clause in school informatics often start from calculating sum of a series. This article proposes some sample with effective teaching. This teaching has achieved many ideas of teaching methods and simple to implement in short teaching period. 

10. Pham Minh Muc: Starting from the view that vision-impaired students share many similarities with ordinary students the author look at the curriculum for vision-impaired students in: access to basic subjects (Vietnamese, mathematics, Sciences, Social and Human Studies); teaching methods, personnel capacity, health development; organization and appropriate environment.

11. Nguyen Kim Hien: From basic issues among language impaired children the author proposes a 4 step process for identification of language deficiencies by primary school children: identification, treatment regimen, treatment and assessing the results.

12. Le Van Chin: One of the goals of our primary education is: to the year of  2020, 90% of primary students will take full-day learning at school. To attain the above goal, according to the author, it is necessary to take 3 steps of  teacher planning as follows: Step1: Administrators make the planning; Step 2: Administrators implement the planning; Step 3: To adjust the planning.
13. Ngo Phan Anh Tuan:  From status and causes of the quality assurance conditions, through the assessment and analysis of tools, the author proposes some measures for enhancing quality assurance in vocational secondary schools and colleges in Dong Nai like: market study, links with businesses; update of technical advances; appropriate trainees practice; linking training and production, redesign of curriculum, devolution of power...

14. Pham Minh Gian: The author presents his comments and proposals based on the age survey by upper secondary teachers in the Mekong delta, which form the foundation for the policy making in education development.

15. Cao Viet Ha: This article addresses the teaching of Khmer language questions in the current bilingual program.

16. Phan Thi Luyen: In preparation the human resources for modern Vietnam the study of subject objectives – concretely Mathematics – is needed and should be done regularly. This writing addresses the objectives of Mathematics (overall and specific objectives for knowledge stream in each level) in the curriculum of some countries as reference: New Zealand, New Jersey (USA), Australia, UK, Singapore, Canada and Vietnam.
