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ABSTRACTS
1. Pham Minh Hac: 

The author presents some thoughts on the nurturing, honoring, use, evaluation of the knowledge resources of Vietnam nowadays and the government’s role in training, motivating, utilizing the national knowledge resources, getting the country to the development in the globalization context.

2. Vu Trong Ry: 

Sketches of the school model in 10-15 years based on the concept of school in industrialization, modernization and globalization age; education for learner’s development as a rule; school shall realize the mission of school education in the new period, meeting the developmental needs by children and socioeconomic development. Vietnam has officially registered for the Programme for International Student Assessment (PISA). This article overviews PISA, challengers and opportunities for the PISA in Vietnam. The author also proposes how to conduct PISA in Vietnam in the most efficient way. 

6. Le Dinh Son: 
Continuous improvement based on the initiatives and suggestions by the workers - a specific feature of the total quality in Japanese companies – is often referred to in quality management works so called in Japanese as "Kaizen”. The following article analyzes the characteristics of the emerging movement of "Kaizen” in Japan and the capability to apply "Kaizen" experience in activity quality improvement in Vietnam universities. 7. Nguyen Thi Hien:

9. Le Thi Phuong: 
This article addresses the skill drilling using combined expressions in narrative writing for secondary students. In this article the author presents the combination of expression elements and measures for using expression elements in narrative writing in secondary schools.

10. Nguyen Hong Gam:   
This article introduces two types of chemistry exercises to develop creative thinking of students teachers training colleges: exercises require students to change original exercises to create a new one and exercises with various solutions.
